1. Do people get annoyed because you often misunderstand what is being said?

2. Do you often misunderstand what others are saying and respond inappropriately?

3. Do you have difficulty understanding women and children’s voices?

4. Do you often ask people to repeat themselves?

5. Do many people seem to mumble or not speak clearly?

6. Do you have difficulty understanding books on tape; computer speech?

7. Do you have difficulty understanding when there is background noise?

8. Do you strain to understand the conversation?

9. Do you have difficulty understanding conversation when people talk at the same time?

10. Do you have a difficulty understanding speech over the telephone?

11. Do People complain that you turn the volume of the radio or television too high?

12. Do you have a smoke detector?

13. Can you hear a smoke detector if you are not in the same room with it?

14. Can you hear a smoke detector if you take your hearing aid off?

15. Can you hear a knock on the door?

16. Do you have a doorbell?

17. Can you hear the doorbell ringing?

18. If you remove your hearing aid or cochlear implant – can you still hear someone at the door?

19. Can you hear the telephone ringing if you are not in the same room with it? 

20. Can you hear the telephone ringing without hearing aid?
